Pubs can be considered to be sort of our national treasure taking great pride in beer and food. In České Budějovice there is a wide range of pubs, mainly differing in quisine and price. We picked for you the genuine cream of Budějovice´s pubs, so we are pretty convinced that each and every one of you, even the pickiest one, will find the pubs absolutaly excellent.

Etiquette


Rules of behavior are much the same as in other european countries. As far as tip is concerned we mostly give the rest to the nearest number ending in zero, except for fancy restaurants, there you should tip little more(up to 10 %).

Guidelines

Nezmar (o.h.:weekdays 10:00-22:00)


The best student pub ever. Mr Nezmar(the waiter) is a very nice man. Since yesterday (13.9.07) they have a new yeast beer, it is brilliant. Otherwise they have normal Budějovice beer, also very tasty. Here you can get best gulash in town (and you are often given one more dumpling than you ordered). What you cannot have anywhere else but here is šmitec: outstanding bluechese spread.

Karaoke


Everytime we go there we have a real blast. It is a terribly funny thing. Do not worry you are not a good singer, we are not either. It is good to go there around 21:00, later on it is gettig quite crowdy and you would not have to find a place to sit. The funny thing are prices. The more you order the less you pay, e.g. if you order 5 glasses of wine it is pretty expensive, but if you order a bucket of wine with 5 glasses it is significantly cheaper. The songlist is on the back of the menu, than you pick a song and go to a DJ (a guy sitting next to the door) and tell him a code of a song you want to sing. It is good to know the song well, because when it is your go, you have to recognise it by the intro melody. Do not forget to turn on the microphone before you start singing.
