ACCOMODATION 
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Halls of Residence (student housing) form for students presumably the most often way of living. Our university provides accomodation in 5 halls of residence (K1-K5). Halls K1-K4 are ideally located at a quite place on the outskirts of České Budějovice, but not far from city din and the urban transport is well structured. Buses run into the inner town every few minutes. The Halls K1-K4 are situated on the Branišovská street, nearby the Biological, Economic Fakulty, Faculty of Agriculture and Faculty of Health and Social Studies. Other faculties are situated in the centre of the town, but they are easy available by bus (about 10 minutes). These halls are four blocks of flats and have a sleeping capacity of about 2220 people. Apart from them, here is also K5, but everybody calls it Uran anyway, which is a building stands quite aside on the Boreckého street. This hall is well recommended  for shopping fiends, since the department store Tesco is just in a stone´s throw distance from it.

Halls are open nonstop, after 10pm you have to prove yourself though. Visits are not permitted from 0:00 to 5 am. All rooms have access to the Internet.

K1-K3 

Excepting few details, these halls are completely identical. Double rooms, 22 rooms/floor, 10 floors. If you come alone, be aware you might share a room with a roommate.

room furnishings: 2 beds, 2-4 bookshelves, big wardrobe, two tables (or rather one double table), a washbasin, a mirror, a small fridge with even smaller freezer, bucket+cloth+dustpan+brush, litterbin, a rack for storing dishes and other stuff. curtains, bedclothes and a blanket to borrow. Washing machine, clothes dryer and an iron are to let (for marginal charge). Showers and toilets are shared on a floor(gents and ladies are separated). On each floor is a kitchenette. Tv room is situated on the groundfloor, where you can also find a piano(a bit out of tune though). 

K4
This hall is slightly different. Rooms comprises so called cells. Each sell consists of 2 doublerooms and one shared hallway, bathroom and toilet.Furnishings is much or less the same. Tv rooms are situated on every other floor(even floors) and studies are on the other floors(odd floors). On the groundlfoor there are two table-tennis rooms.

K5 (Uran)   

There are double and triple bedrooms there. Each bedroom has its bathroom

and toilet and is fully furnished. Common kitchens are located on each floor.

Students have an access to study rooms, TV rooms and laundries, which are available on each floor. Every building has also a locked room for bikes and other sport-equipment.  
Bed sheets, quilts and linens are provided.
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 How to get to Halls of Residence (student housing)? 

K1-K3, K4
Bus line nr. 3, 7 and 15 to the stations “Vysokoškolské koleje“ or to the station “Jihočeská univerzita.“

K5
Bus lines nr. 1, 5, 8, or 17 to the stations "U Parku" (Nr. 1, 17) or "U Výměníku" (Nr. 5, 8). Then on foot about 500 metres. You can also go by bus nr. 41 (it is regulary bus line from railway station to Tesco store). 
All bus lines go through the centre of the town, nr. 1, 3, 15,17, 41 leave nearby the main railway station. 
After midnight to 4:00 a.m. bus line nr. 53 goes to the bus stop  “Jihočeská univerzita.“ 
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České Budějovice is a bike-friendly town. You can easy ride your bike to university, to downtown and on trips, mostly flat country, little traffic and many cycle-ways, especially along the river Vltava.
