How to travel around the town

České Budějovice´s transportation company supports mass urban transportation. 13 buses and 6 trolley-bus lines lead across the town and connect the centre to the peripheral parts and settlements.

Where To Purchase Your Ticket:

If you want to travel cheap, you have to pre-purchase your ticket. The whole idea is to make boarding of passengers faster and journey times quicker.

You can pre-purchase your tickets from: 

a) A ticket machine by the bus stop like that pictured left. The machines currently only take coins
b) at the tobacconist´s
 - a bit priceier way is to buy a ticket right off a driver.

All the tickets have to be stamped in the bus, right after getting in!

The other possibility is to buy a travel pass for a particular period of time (a month, 3 months, a year). In this case none of the duties apply to you. The only thing you have to do is to take the travel card with you each time you want to use an urban transportation. If you forget, you will be asked to pay just a marginal fine compared to the case that you do not have neiter the pass nor the ticket at all. Then the fine is pretty hefty.
